MEETING.

Member Andros made a motion to approve these minutes as
drafted, and Member Shubin seconded the motion.

REPORT BY BOARD LIAISON ON OCTOBER 27 AND NOVEMBER 14,
2011, AUTHORITY BOARD MEETINGS.

Executive Director Gullo updated the Committee concerning the items covered
at these meetings of the Authority Board of Directors:
¢ The Board received further information regarding the Authority’s long-
term investment possibilities;
» The Board was updated regarding the status of the City of Whittier's
Turnbull Canyon Road parking surveys;
» The Board asked staff to provide scheduling details for prospective
changes in brush clearance procedure pursuant to California State SB
1595;
¢ The Board authorized implementation of Southern California Edison’s
mitigation programming once the requirements are settled with the
California Public Utilities Commission; and
+ The Board accepted the conservation easement by the City of Whittier.

RECEIVE AND FILE OCTOBER 2011 RANGER REPORT.
Executive Director Gullo introduced this item, and added that the problem with

the guzzler device on the former Ford property seems to have been resolved.
There was little discussion.

Member Andros made a motion to receive and file this report.
Member Chung seconded this motion, which passed unanimously.

UPDATE REGARDING RE-ESTABLISHING EQUESTRIAN ACCESS AT
SKYLINE DRIVE INTO POWDER CANYON.

Executive Director Gullo reported that the gate was moved on December 1, and
that camp crews are scheduled to construct the horse step-over within a few
weeks. At Member Natoli's suggestion, Member Andros will subsequently
assess it from an equestrian perspective.

UPDATE REGARDING THE CITY OF WHITTIER’S PARKING AND
TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION’S REVIEW OF THE SURVEY RESULTS
CONCERNING MOUNTAIN-BIKE DISTURBANCE AT THE TURNBULL
CANYON ROAD ACCESS POINT.

Executive Director Gullo briefly introduced this item, adding that the City has
opted not to implement any red curbing since that would resuit in the removal of
approximately 16 parking spaces for the neighborhood. She mentioned that
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residents on Rose Drive and Greenleaf Avenue have reported similar
complaints, and the City is still trying to get survey responses from them. She
also advised that, while the implementation of a few new parking spaces at the
Hellman trailhead would be problematic and insufficient in addressing this
issue, it may be necessary as an effort toward better community relations. She
then confirmed for Chair Cowardin that the MRCA rangers continue to issue
tickets for infractions along Turnbull Canyon Road. Member Garbat noted that
restricting parking there to certain times on certain days of the week would
seem to best address many of the residents’ specific complaints.

UPDATE CONCERNING THE WHITTIER OIL EXTRACTION PROJECT.

Executive Director Gullo noted that the specific Authority-related conditions
listed in the staff report are among a total of 45 relating to the habitat and
mitigation. She added that the Authority is already beginning the first phase of
a feasibility study for the proposed underpass/overpass, as well as the permit
process for a bobcat/wildlife movement pattern study for the Preserve. There
was discussion. Lastly, she noted that, in addition to the funding mentioned in
the staff report's list, this project’s lease agreement also includes additional
yearly funding to the Authority for restoration and other purposes.

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE RECOMMENDATION TO THE BOARD OF
DIRECTORS REGARDING AUTHORITY COMMENT LETTER ON THE
DRAFT SAN GABRIEL WATERSHED AND MOUNTAINS SPECIAL
RESOURCE STUDY AND ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT REPORT.

Executive Director Gullo briefly introduced this item, and added that the
Authority is supporting the inclusion of the property eastward of the Preserve
within its preferred proposed national recreation area, since it is already
technically within the Study Area. Member Natoli suggested a few edits, for
emphasis and clarification, and the Committee agreed with them.

Member Natoli made a motion to recommend that the Board
approve Authority staff's draft comment letter including the
Committee’s edits for emphasis and clarity as deemed appropriate
by Authority staff. Member Garbat seconded this motion, and the
motion passed unanimously.

DISCUSSION, COMMITTEE MEMBERS’ STATEMENTS, EXECUTIVE
DIRECTOR’S COMMENTS, RESPONSES OR QUESTIONS.
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Vice Chair McDermott asked about the status of Southern California Edison’s
Tehachapi Renewable Transmission Project, and Ecologist Lucas answered
that none of their large towers have yet been placed, only the foctings for them.
Chair Cowardin clarified with Executive Director Gullo that CTAC elections are
scheduled for the February meeting. Executive Director Gullo advised that she
will soon be checking on the signage confusion along the Authority’s portion of
the Schabarum Trail, pursuant to Vice Chair McDermott’'s report about the
County’s competing signage there at the previous CTAC meeting. Lastly,
Ecologist Lucas advised her current findings in response to Vice Chair
McDermott’s other suggestion at the previous meeting, regarding a computer
application for accessing Authority GPS maps from mobile electronic devices,
and she added that possibly easier arrangements will be explored during the
process of updating the Authority's website.

ADJOURNMENT AND ANNOUNCEMENT OF NEXT MEETING.

There being no further comments, or business o be discussed, Chair Cowardin
adjourned the meeting at 8:40 p.m. The next meeting is scheduled to be held
on Tuesday, January 24, 2012.

Working with the Long Beach Conservation Corp on the Trails Restoration
grant. This month they completed the plant installation, seeding and netting
along the Hellman Park Switchback trail. .

. Attended our annual “Use of Force” training.

. Completed our annual pesticide re-certification training.

. Provided a safety briefing to the new Habitat Authority docents.

. Continue to hike the Turnbull Canyon and Hacienda Hills trails and remove
any returning bicycle jumps.

. Continue to respond to the Trailwatch volunteer log sheets.

. Utilized the Habitat Authority volunteers to assist with the preparation of
materials for outreach programs.

. Installed a new outhouse in the new outhouse enclosure at Sycamore
Canyon.

. Relocation of the fire gate at the end of Skyline Drive in La Habra Heights.

. instafled additional “No Bikes” signs at Sycamore Canyon, Helliman Park

and Arroyo Pescadero, and “No Dogs” signs at Arroyo San Miguel.

. Utilized the L.A. County Fire Camp Crews for trail maintenance along the
Sycamore Canyon road.

. Discovered the problem with the Ford property guzzler. Located a separate
line that was tied into the existing line. The line was buried and went down
the hill for 200 yards. The end of the line was capped, we suspect there were
plans for a marijuana grove. The whole canyon was searched and no other
evidence was found.

. Continue to patrol Broadmore Street in Whittier. Continue to make contact
with the surrounding residents. The area has been fairly quiet and the
residents have expressed their gratitude and the effectiveness of the fence.
due to concerns from the iocal residents.

. Responded to a homicide investigation in the Hacienda Hills on the
Ahwingna trail. Assisted the Sheriff department by closing the surrounding
trails during the investigation. It was determined to be a suicide.

. Provided additional nighttime patrol of all parks on December 31%. No
unusual activity to report.
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. Providing extra patrol at Hellman Park and the Tumbull Canyon turnout due

to evidence of vehicle burglaries and the added concern from the residents
regarding the increased activity of mountain bikes and hikers. All the
contacts have been very positive and we have seen very little illegal or
disruptive activity. Started closing the chain to the Hellman Park parking lot
every evening from sunset to sunrise. Met with the City of Whittier and
Habitat Authority Staff to discuss additional parking options.

. Dealt with various violations including:

- In the park after hours at Turnbull Canyon, Arroyo Pescadero,
Heliman Park, Powder Canyon and Ford.

- Parking violations at Powder Canyon, Arroyo Pescadero, Turnbull

This is a group of students that help us
with various light duty projects. in November and December they helped us
pick up trash and clean graffiti at Hellman Park, and fill bags with plaster for
the Jr. Ranger programs.

Continue to receive several hours each month from our trail patrol volunteers
and our Mounted Assisted Unit volunteers.

. Continue to work closely with Executive Director Andrea Gullo on various
projects and assignments as requested.

IX. Update concerning Authority’s investment strategy
approach for its long-term endowment.

Background: _
Attached for your background information is the staff report on this topic from the

tast Board meeting held on January 12, 2012. The Authority Board at its next
meeting will be taking action regarding adopting the County of L os Angeles’
Investment Policy and moving forward with creating an investment structured
portfolio with the County to gain the greatest return on its funds.

Acting in its capacity as Authority Treasurer, the County of Los Angeles retains
the Authority’s funds in the County’s general investment pool! which has an
interest rate of 1.18% as of January 2012. It is currently estimated that the
Authority can generate up to approximately $928,000 if the funds are invested in
a structured portfolio with the County, which would be an increase of
approximately 150% from last year’s return on interest earned ($367,700).
Obviously, the additional revenue would be beneficial to the agency’s long-term
budget and operating needs. The intent of the Authority has historically been to
generate enough interest from the endowment to sustain operations. Given that
the Puente Hills Landfill, the Authority’s main revenue source, will be closing in
2013, changing the agency’s current investment strategy will bring it closer to
that objective. . :

Subject: Agenda Item No. 3) Discussion and possible action regarding altering the
Authority’s investment strategy approach for maximizing return on its
funds through exploration of various structured investment portfolios and
directing staff on how to proceed with implementation.

Recommendation:;
That the Board receive and file the presentation and information provided with this
agenda item, and provide necessary direction to staff.

Background: .
The Board has discussed alternative strategies of investing its funds at the following past

Board meetings: April 28, 2011, October 6, 2011, November 14, 2011, and December 8,
2011. This agenda item is for discussion purposes for how best to proceed with investing
the Authority’s endowment to gain the greatest return.

Landfill tipping fees received by the Authority topped $3,913,300 from the 2005 year,
but due to the slow economy have bottomed to $1,840,775 from the 2010 year (this was
the last payment received by the Authority on March 2, 2011). Revenues to this agency
from the first ten years by the Puente Hills Landfill totaled $34.9 million. Original long-
term budget estimates for the total revenues for a twenty-year period were approximately
$68 to 70 million; however, estimates now are at approximately $62 million.
Additionally, interest rates have gone from 5% (August 2006) down to 18% (January
2012). ' L1g

As a point of reference, the fiscal year 2005-2006 interest earned from the Authority’s
reserve was approximately $458,000, and the actual operating budget was $795,000. The
long-term budget assumptions at that time anticipated reserving $26 million at a 5%
interest rate, which would have yielded approximately $1.3 million a year. The last
fiscal year 2010-2011 yielded $367,700 ending with a $28.9 million in total funds. As
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the Board knows, a combination of a structured portfolio investment strategy (versus a
trading portfolio previously discussed at Board meetings using private firms) for about
$24 million or more coupled with a remaining cash amount for immediate or emergency
purposes in the County pool (or some other liquid interest-generating account) is needed
{o sustain current operations at approximately $900,000 to $1 million a year. (As of
October 2011, the Authority’s cash balance was $28.8 million.)

Attached are four options of structured portfolios provided by Tony Mason, Los Angeles
County Investment Officer in the Public Finance and Investments Division of the
Treasurer and Tax Collector Department. He will be describing these options to the
Board in more detail at the meeting. The following is brief summary of his promising
projections: '

*Portfolio 1: Cash flow is approximately $793,750 a year for 8 years
*Portfolio 2: Cash flow is approximately $841,250 a year for 3 years
Portfolio 3: Cash flow is approximately $975,135 a year for 3 years
Portfolio 4: Cash flow is approximately $933,080 a year for 3 years

*These two portfolios use a 30-year T reasury Bond.

The Authority’s Memorandum of Understanding with the County executed in May, 2011,
enables investing using a structured portfolio that is within the guidelines of the County’s
Investment Policy Statement. The Authority could create its own Investment Policy
Statement consistent with the County’s or adopt that of the County to proceed with a
structured portfolio investment strategy. The County’s service charge yet to be
determined ranges between 2 to 5 basis points, most likely the latter according to the
MOU. ‘

In order to determine long-term sustainable levels of spending versus revenues from the
structured portfolio and County pool returns, more analysis is needed. However, it is
expected that with these proposed changes in investment strategy given the current
revenue source it is foreseeable for the agency to achieve sustainability in the near future.
Since revenues from other sources such as the Whittier oil project or mitigation
restoration are uncertain at this time, developing a structured portfolio either with the
County or outside firm is recommended in the very near future.

Recommended next steps in the process would be to 1) Discuss investment options
provided from the County, 2) Decide whether to invest with the County or an outside
firm, 3) Review the long-term agency budget, and 4) Take steps to move forward with
investing Authority funds without haste.

Background:

The Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) is a long-range transportation plan that
is developed and updated by SCAG every four years. The RTP provides a vision
for transportation investments throughout the region. The Sustainable
Communities Strategy (SCS) is a newly required element of the Regional
Transportation Plan (RTP). The SCS will integrate land use and transportation
strategies that will achieve Air Resources Board (ARB) emissions reduction
targets. A Draft Program Environmental Impact Report (DPEIR) was prepared
for the RTP and SCS. All of these documents are available at the following web
address: hitp://ripscs.scag.ca.gov. Comments on all of these documents are due
by February 14, 2012.

The DPEIR for the RTP and SCS analyses potential impacts from these plans
and prescribes mitigation measures for significant impacts. The Authority
reviewed the Biological Resources and Open Space section of the DEIR and had
few comments. The majority of comments involve clarifying the location and type
of sensitive resources and land use designations on the Preserve, and bringing
to SCAG's attention the potential mitigation opportunities that exist with the
Authority for when RTP projects are implemented that require mitigation.

The Puente Hills Habitat Preservation Authority (Habitat Authority) is a joint powers
authority established pursuant to California Government Code Section 6500 ef seq. with
a Board of Directors consisting of the City of Whittier, County of Los Angeles,
Sanitation Districts of Los Angeles County, and the Hacienda Heights Improvement
Association. According to our mission, the Habitat Authority is dedicated to the
acquisition, restoration, and management of open space in the Puente Hills for
preservation of the fand in perpetuity, with the primary purpose to protect the biological
diversity. The Habitat Authority’s jurisdiction extends within eastern Los Angeles
County approximately from the intersection of the 605 and 60 Freeways in the west to
Harbor Boulevard in the east.

The Habitat Authority appreciates the opportunity to comment on the Draft
Environmental Impact Report (DEIR) for the 2012-2035 Regional Transportation Plan
(RTP) and Sustainable Communities Strategy (SCS). We have a few comments to offer
on Section 3.3 of the document regarding Biological Resources and Open Space, as
presented below.

On page 3.3-6 it notes that the California Department of Fish and Game considers three
oak woodland plant communities as sensitive: valley oak woodland, Engelmann oak
woodland, and Caltfornia walnut woodland. However, any oak woodland may be
considered protected under California State Statute Section 21083.4. In addition, on page
3.3-9, it notes that the CNDDB lists three sensitive coastal scrub communities: coastal
bluff scrub, maritime succulent scrub, and Riversidian alluvial fan sage scrub. However,
according to Calitornia Department of Fish and Game’s Natural Communities List,
Diegan and Venturan Coastal Sage Scrub are also considered sensitive plant

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communtiics. These plant communities are mentioned specifically since coast live oak
woodlands and coastal sage scrub occur on the Puente Hills Preserve and we believe that
impacts to these habitat types should be mitigated at a 3.1 ratio as required for sensitive
plant communities in Mitigation Measure BIO/OS 11,

Mitigation Measure BIO/OS 35 on page 3.3-54 states that active bird nests can be “re-
located” if found during pre-construction surveys. It is the Habitat Authority’s
understanding that relocating nests is not permitted by regulatory agencies. Please
consider revising the language to avoid any disturbance to active nests.

Mitigation Measures BIO/OS 36 and 45 discuss utilizing mitigation banking or off-site
land conservation as ways to mitigate for impacts to habitat linkages/corridors and open
space resources. The Habitat Authority regularly accepts off-site mitigation for projects
and welcomes inclusion of the Puente Hills Preserve in SCAG’s forthcoming regional
conservation planning policy, which will include such conservation opportunity areas.
The Puente Hill Preserve is an integral part of the larger Puente-Chino Hills Wildlife
Corridor, which has many opportunities to further preserve and expand this corridor. On
a related note, although it is unclear what constitutes a “large-scale protected area in the
SCAG region” as listed in Appendix C, please consider adding the Puente Hills Preserve
in Los Angeles County as managed by the Habitat Authority to that list.

Map 3.3-1 shows listed and sensitive species habitat within the SCAG region; however,
habitat for the federally-listed coastal California gnatcatcher (Polioptila californica
californica) 1s not shown as occurring in the Puente Hills Preserve. Occurrences of this
species are documented in the CNDDB, and the Habitat Authority is available to provide
any relevant GIS shapefiles. In addition, Map 3.3-2 shows open space land uses in the
SCAG region; however, the land use types shown for the Puente Hills Preserve are
difficult to discern. In addition, it appears that some of the Preserve is designated as
“open space” and some as “plant and animal habitat”, but no definitions of these land use
types could be found in Section 3.3 of the DEIR. Please include a definition of each land
use type consider classifying the entire Preserve as one type, most likely “plant and
animal habitat”. :

Los Angeles County is preparing its 2035 General Pian Update and is soliciting

comments. The County has drafted several versions of an updated General Plan
over the past few years, and the Authority has provided comments on these
versions (in letters dated (8/28/07 {email], 8/29/07, and 1/20/09). The current
version of the 2035 General Plan available for review is dated April 5, 2011;
however, a more recent version will likely be provided when the DEIR is
released. The currently avaitable version includes revised boundaries for
Significant Ecological Areas (SEAs). There is no official end date for the
comment period; however, according to conversations with County staff, they
expect to revise the Draft in late February or early March; the updated ordinance
will be available for review with the General Plan DEIR.

In addition, the County released a preliminary draft of the SEA ordinance (with
the Hillside Management Area ordinance) on November 10, 2011 and they have
requested any comments before February 1, 2012.

The primary issues of concern in the attached comment letter are those
pertaining to the revised SEA boundaries, and to activities that are permitted or
exempt in the SEA ordinance. The attached draft letter shows edits that were
made to the original letter recommended by staff at the September 8, 2011 Board
meeting that pertained to the Draft General Plan document; edits illustrated in
strikethrough were made to the original letter at the direction of the Board which
included the removal of specific references to lands outside and east of the
Authority’s jurisdiction, specifically properties east of Harbor Boulevard including
the Aera property. The letier also shows new underiined text that was added
regarding the draft SEA ordinance, which was received for review after the
original letter was written.

The Puente Hills Landiill-Native-Habitat Preservation Authority (Habitat Authority)
appreciates the opportunity to comment on the draft General Plan (public review draft dated
April 5. 2011) and prefiminary draft Significant Fcological Area (SEA) and Hillside
Management Area (HMA) Ordinance {dated November 10, 2011).

The Habitat Authority is a joint powers authority established pursuant to California
Government Code Section 6500 ef seq. with a Board of Directors consisting of the City of
Whittier, County of Los Angeles, Sanitation Districts of Los Angeles County, and the
Hacienda Heights Improvement Association. According to ew-its mission, the Habitat
Authority is dedicated to the acquisition, restoration, and management of open space in the
Puente Hills for preservation of the land in perpetuity, with the primary purpose to protect the
biological diversity. Additionally, the agency will endeavor to provide opportunities for
outdoor education and low-impact recreation. The Habitat Authority owns and or manages
over 3,800 acres which lie within the Cities of Whittier and La Habra Heights, as well as in the
County unincorporated areas of the Puente Hills known as Hacienda Heights and Rowland
Heights.

Land Use
In Table 3.2, page 66, we recommend expanding the definition of Open Space Conservation

(OS-C) and Open Space Parks and Recreation (OS-PR) to include not only passive recreation
but also all associated support facilities in conjunction therewith. For example, this could
include park offices, parking, restrooms, signage, fencing, gates, and temporary uses, ete. It is
important that park agencies be able to manage and operate these properties for the public
benefit.

Conservation & Open Space Element:

The Habitat Authority recommends allowing important auxiliary park uses (e.g. trails, park
offices, parking, restrooms, signage, fencing, gates, and temporary uses, etc.) by
I conservancy/park agencies on lands designated as SEAs, 222

On page 101, please expand the definition of “Conservancy Lands™ to include non-state public

| agencies such as joint powers authorities-. Please consider amending the definition of
Conservancies on page 53 of Appendix E to include public in addition to private organizations
that conserve land for the benefit of people and nature.

Policy C/OS 3.2 outlines design considerations for projects proposed in SEAs. The Habitat
Authority recommends inclusion of a consideration to retain a contiguous area of undisturbed
open space over the most sensitive natural resources to maintain regional connectivity within
the undeveloped area, and to preserve these areas in perpetuity through a recorded fee simple
dedication to an open space park agency prior to the issuance of any permits.

The Habitat Authority’s comments remain unchanged from our letter dated August 29, 2007
regarding the biological description of the proposed SEAs as follows below. Although Figure
6.2 of the Drafi General Plan is-a too large of a scale to adequately evaluate, the boundary of
the proposed Puente Hills SEA is somewhat clearer on maps provided on the County’s SEA

Given the large scale of the SEA maps available for review, as discussed above, it is difficult

to tell whether all of the Habitat Authority parcels located in upper Turnbull Canyon have been
included in the proposed SEA boundary. If they have been included, thank you for doing so as
requested in our previous letter dated August 29, 2007. In addition, thank you for including
other adjacent parcels in the proposed SEA, also as we requested in our previous letter.

- However, it appears that a portion of a property at the top of Turnbull Canyon Road has been
excluded from the SEA boundary (see map below). We request that this undeveloped parcel be
included in the SEA as it is located at the top of the Turnbull Canyon watershed and is adjacent .
to other undeveloped and preserved habitat, and has substantial restoration potential. Also, we
have concerns that any development that may occur on this parcel may negatively impact the
adjacent habitat due to edge effects, including habitat alteration due to fuel modification

aclivities.
